Park hours are 8 a.m. to dusk. Quiet hours are 10 p.m. to
6:30 a.m.

Winter schedule: Main campground is closed Oct. 15

to April 30. The Vacation Lodge is open year round.
Although most parks are open year round, some parks
or portions of parks are closed during the winter.

Wildlife, plants and all park buildings, signs, tables and
other structures are protected; removal or damage of
any kind is prohibited. Hunting, feeding of wildlife and
gathering firewood on state park property is prohibited.
Campground is a group camp only and available by res-
ervation. Reservations may be made up to nine months
ahead. To make a reservation call 509-664-6373
Camping check-in time is 2:30 p.m., and check-out time
is1p.m.

Extra vehicle overnight - $10 per night in designated
area for each vehicle in excess of the one allowed per
site. Does not apply to vehicle towed by a recreational
vehicle.

Pets must be on leash and under physical control at all
times. This includes trail areas and campsites. Pet own-

ers, including horse riders, must clean up after pets on all

state park lands.

Pets are not allowed in the Vacation Lodge or within the
Vacation Lodge complex.

Engine-driven electric generators may be operated only
between the hours of 8 a.m. and 9 p.m.
