This role
eventually led to my work at the Department of Land and Natural
Resources (DLNR).

Over the next 36 years, | held various positions within DLNR, including
18 years in the Division of Forestry and Wildlife, where | managed the
Na Ala Hele Trail and Access Program, and 16 years in the Division of
State Parks, where | am currently the Administrator. My work focused
on resource protection, recreation management, and fostering
community partnerships. Outside of work, | enjoy cycling, running,
hiking and canoe paddling, and am a proud father of two daughters. |
feel privileged to lead efforts in preserving the natural and cultural
resources that initially drew me to Hawai’i.
